The Bride belongs to the Bridegroom (Acts 20:28)

Relationship - John is a friend of the Groom (Matthew 11:11)
He will attend the wedding (Revelation 19:9)
He waits and listens for the Bridegroom

Hearing His voice (John 10:27)

Having full joy (John 15:11)
