Where is He from? (21-23) 
 
 The place the Jews (unbelievers) cannot come 
 
  They will die in their sin (Hebrews 10:26-31) 
 
  They are of this world (Philippians 3:17-20 / I John 4:5-6) 
 
 The Place Jesus is from (John 3:13) 
 
  He is returning to the Father (John 6:33; 17:5) 
 
  He is not of this world – and neither are we (I Peter 2:11 / John 17:14-16) 
 
Who is He? (24-30) 
 
 He is the I AM – in whom we must believe (Exodus 3:14 / Acts 4:12) 
 
 He does not change His claim (John 6:35; 8:12 / Hebrews 13:8) 
 
 He is able to judge (Revelation 20:11-15 / II Corinthians 5:10) 
 
  He has a reliable source (John 5:22, 30) 
 
  His message is for the world (II Corinthians 5:18-19 / Mark 16:15) 
 
 He is recognized by His death and resurrection (Romans 1:4) 
 
 He is not alone (John 17:26) 
 
 He speaks only what the Father gives Him (John 12:49-50) 
 
 He does only what pleases the Father (John 5:19 / Ephesians 5:10) 
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
